The above device allows the customer to take their T-1  or
fractional T-1, which is digital and split it up in digital

channels for the pbx and analog  for the FaxPress.  The
digital channels can be split any way the customer wants. An
example would be 10 digital channels for their pbx and the

remaining could be sent to FXS cards to be converted to an
analog signal for use with the FaxPress server.

The FXS cards that can be used on the 550 come in a quad
version which gives the user four dedicated analog lines.

The octal card is the same but gives the user 8 analog ports
to go their FaxPress server.

NOTE: The major difference between the ADTRAN 600E and the ADTRAN 550 is that the 600E only provides dedicated DID trunks, which will have to go
a FP 7500 DID model or a third party interface and then to the FaxPress server.  The 550 model will take the T-1and then trough a quad fxo card or an
octal card send the DID numbers out using DTMF tones.  No third party DID interface is required.
